Serious Crime Analysis Section (SCAS) 


Did you know?








SCAS Objective: To identify the potential emergence of serial killers and serial rapists at the earliest stage of their offending








SCAS provides a unique national behavioural analysis function using the Violent Crime Linkage Analysis System (ViCLAS). There are other ViCLAS units across the world.








SCAS uses bespoke IT systems, including mapping.








Police forces are mandated by a Code of Practice to submit cases to SCAS within 20 working days of the offence occurring.








There are a network of SCAS Contact Officers throughout UK police forces.








Cases are:


Triaged for priority


Offence behaviour coded


Subject to Comparative Case Analysis (CCA)








Open source analysis identified a suspect and address in a rape offence, enabling the investigation team to locate and arrest the offender.








SCAS can identify potential further offences to inform parole decisions.








CCA of a rape series identified a similar unsolved attempted rape, which was found to be linked by DNA. A Registered Sex Offender was convicted and sentenced to 9 years. The force recognised NCA in media coverage.








SCAS represents NCA on the NPCC National and Regional Rape Working Groups.
